ESTIMATION OF THE EFFECT OF TAXES
AND GROSS FIXED CAPITAL FORMATION
ON ECONOMIC GROWTH OF EURO AREA

There have been considered theoretical grounds of the impact of direct, indirect taxes and gross
fixed capital formation on economic growth as well the empirical results of recent studies. There has
been revealed that tax shift from direct to indirect taxes resulted positively on economic growth of the
Euro Area from 2002ql to 2017q4. The research has shown that direct taxes negatively influenced
economic growth of the Euro Area, whereas indirect taxes and gross fixed capital formation had
positive influence.

Key words: direct taxes, indirect taxes, gross fixed capital formation.

Problem statement. According to the
conventional economic theory taxation causes
distortions and impacts harmfully on economic
growth. When regarding a simple production
function, it could be concluded that taxation can
have an impact on growth through its impact on
(1) physical capital, (2) human capital and (3)
through its effect on the total factor productivity.
With regard to the first and second channel, taxa-
tion increases the cost of capital and decreases
motives to invest. To the extent that higher taxes
depress investment, economic growth will be
negatively affected. Moreover, by providing
privileged incentives to different sectors, taxa-
tion can distort capital allocation and decrease
the investment productivity. The third channel
through which taxation influences negatively
economic growth is through its harmful influ-
ences on total factor productivity. Taxes con-
tribute to distortions of factor prices and provoke
efficiency loss in resource allocation. This nega-
tive effect of taxes on efficiency diminishes total
factor productivity. At the same time empirical
results have revealed that the shift from direct to
indirect taxation may positively influence eco-
nomic growth of the countries due to that fact
that indirect taxes do not cause distortions in the
market to such extent as direct taxes.

Capital accumulation is recognised as a
significant factor of economic growth. This
allegation is revealed both in theoretical and
empirical literature. According to Solow [1],
physical capital accumulation contributes to
boost in the level of production. The endogenous
growth theory established mainly by Romer [2],
Lucas[3], Romer [4] and Barro [5] considers this
allegation by adding other factors (infrastructure,
human capital, research and development)
which hasten gross capital formation.

Current paper contributes to identifying
the effects of both direct and indirect taxes
along with important factor of economic
growth — gross fixed capital formation — on
economic growth of Euro Area for available
period from 2002ql to 2017g4 in terms of
one regression model.

Analysis of recent studies. Previous works
have revealed the influence of taxes on economic
growth is very little. Harberger, A. [6] in the
sixties studied the relation between taxation policy
and economic growth. He supposed that taxation
policy and structure of direct and indirect taxes,
had a very significant determinant of growth and
investments in theory, but its effect on economic
growth was negligible in reality. A number of
studies have researched the relationship between
the level of taxation (or of public spending) and
economic growth using cross-country growth
regression models for different periods and
different patterns of countries, but no established
conclusion about the nature and significance of
such a link has emerged from the exploration
works. As Stoilova, D.[7] has mentioned “on the
one hand, higher taxes cause potentially higher
distortions and impact negatively on economic
growth, but on the other hand, higher taxes
suppose higher levels of public expenditure, some
of which may foster economic growth”.

According to the studies the dominating
view favours indirect taxation, and suggests
a shift of the fiscal burden to indirect
taxes, especially those on consumption. In
particular, Myles, G.[8] has revealed that a
move from income taxation to consumption
taxation will increase the rate of growth. In
the table below we have provided the main
findings from the analysis of the impact of
taxes on economic growth of the countries.

Unsolved problems. Many papers are
devoted to researching the influence of direct
and indirect taxes on economic growth but
separately. In current paper we have estimated
in terms of one model the influence of both
taxes on economic growth of Euro Area.

The objective of current paper is to
estimate the influence of direct, indirect
taxes and gross fixed capital formation on

economic growth of Euro Area from 2002q1
to 2017q4.

Results of the research. Low taxes
mean decrease in government spending, and
increase in the amount of resources allocated
in private sector. This leads to greater
savings and investment. At an average, the
market disciplined private sector contributes
to more sufficient use of resources than the
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politically driven non-market distribution
in the public sector. Some taxes are more
harmful than others from the point of view
of the influence on economic wealth. Income
taxes are considered to be particularly
harmful, especially those ones, which levied
on individuals. Sales taxes are perceived
to be less harmful, and property taxes are
somewhere in the middle [18]. According
to OECD study [19] corporate and personal
income taxes are the most detrimental to
growth, while consumption, environment and
property taxes are less harmful.

Tax produces revenue for the
government but increases total surplus.
The loss in overall surplus exceeds the tax
revenue resulting in a deadweight loss to
society. Taxes cause dead weight loss to
the economy because they provoke people
to change their behavior. Since elasticity of
demand and supply is a measure of changes
in the consumer and producer behavior of in
relation to change of prices, it also determines
the rate of market distortion. The greater the
elasticity of demand or supply or both, the
larger the deadweight loss of a tax. Another
important factor of the size of dead weight

loss is the rate of a tax. If price elasticity of
demand and supply is the same, dead weight
loss is low if taxes are low and it grows if
they grow. Dead weight loss increases faster
than most taxes: the size of dead weight loss
grows with the second power of the tax rate.

Based on above mentioned theoretical
grounds of the influence of taxation and fixed
gross capital formation on economic growth
of the countries there have been tested the
following hypotheses:

Hypothesis 1: Tax revenues from direct
taxes had negative influence on GDP in Euro
Area (19) during 2002q1-2017g4.

Hypothesis 2: Tax revenues from
indirect taxes had negative influence on GDP
in Euro Area (19) during 2002q1-2017q4.

Hypothesis 3: Gross fixed -capital
formation had positive influence on GDP in
Euro Area (19) during 2002q1-2017q4.

Testing of the hypotheses has been made
with the use of OLS method in Gretl 2017d.
We have modified data using logarithms.

The description of the data used for OLS
regression analysis is presented in the table 2.

In table 3 the descriptive statistics is
presented.

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From the table 3 it could be seen that in
case of the use of logarithm values of direct
and indirect taxes the meanings of their
median, minimum and maximum in both of
the models are very similar. In the fig. 1 we
can also observe very similar dynamics of
the values of both taxes.

Descriptive statistics of direct and
indirect taxes provides an evidence of high
correlation (table 4).

In the table 5 the results of regression
analysis are presented and the results of the
overall quality of the model are presented in
the table 6.

In scientific papers that were published in the twentieth century, scientists did not sufficiently
consider the effect of changes in tax rates on economic growth. It was assumed that tax policy and
different types of taxes have a very significant determinant of growth and investment, but its effect
on economic growth was in fact insignificant. A number of studies have examined the relationship
between tax rates and economic growth using growth regression models between countries for different
periods, but no definite conclusions have been made. Many economists believed that higher taxes have
a negative effect on economic growth, but on the other hand, they lead to higher levels of government
spending. According to studies, the dominant viewpoint favors indirect taxation and implies a shift in
the fiscal burden to indirect taxes, especially on consumption.

Low tax rates lead to a decrease in government spending and an increase in the amount of
resources allocated in the private sector, which has a positive effect on investment performance. On
average, a market-disciplined private sector contributes to a more adequate use of resources than non-
market political distribution in the public sector. But some taxes have a negative effect on economic
welfare. Among them, a special place is occupied by income taxes. And sales taxes do less damage to
the economy. According to the study, corporate and personal income taxes are the most harmful for
growth, while taxes on consumption, the environment and property are less harmful. In addition, taxes
lead to an increase in budget revenues, but increase the overall surplus. The loss in total surplus exceeds
tax revenues, which leads to irreparable losses for society.

Taxes provoke people to change their behavior. Since the elasticity of supply and demand is a
measure of changes in consumer and producer behavior due to price changes, it also determines the
degree of market distortion. The greater the elasticity of demand or supply, or both, the greater the total
loss of tax. If price elasticity of demand and supply is the same, dead weight loss is low if taxes are low
and it grows if they grow.

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DEVELOPMENT OF SELF-EMPLOYMENT OF THE POPULATION AS
A DIRECTION OF REGULATION OF THE LABOR MARKET OF UKRAINE
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The opinions of foreign and domestic scholars have been researched on the link between economic
development and self-employment. An interstate analysis has been conducted on the example of 14
countries and found that, depending on public policy, self-employment in some countries plays a
dynamic role and contributes to the development of potentially new entrepreneurs, and vice versa, acts
as a “sponge” absorbing excess labour and is the only way to survive.

In recent years, industrialized countries have seen a marked departure from standard to non-
standard employment. In this context, the impact of self-employment on state development should be
one of the topical issues in the employment policy debate. Technological changes and, in particular,
the development of a platform economy, promote the development of self-employment as the main or
often additional source of income. The platform economy should be understood as the relationship that
occurs as a result of online platforms and create an open market for the temporary use of goods and
services often provided by private individuals.

This trend is due to the new dominant paradigm that brings self-employment and entrepreneurial
spirit as a positive feature of the labour market instead of standard forms of employment. But for a
positive impact on the state’s economy, proper use of the “self-employment tool” in the mechanism
for implementing active labour market policies is necessary. This is possible by solving a complex of
important issues. Namely: prevent the creation of dependent self-employment; development of human
capital; conducting of information measures on popularization and promotion of business development
and explanation of tax administration through mass media; bringing to responsibility for the committed
offenses; conducting a census of the population.

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The article discusses the problems of commercial banks related to the deterioration of their image
as employers, especially in eyes of the younger generation, which in the near future will become
the most attractive category for employment in modern business. The main criteria that guide the
younger generation when choosing a future job are identified. A detailed analysis of the strengths and
weaknesses of the bank as an employer has been carried out, and advices for the image improvement
has been formulated, aimed at young audiences of potential bank employees.

It was proved that the bank should build not only an effective PR campaign to create a powerful
image of a reliable employer, but at the same time bank should establish a reliable system to counteract
unfair competition, ultimately aimed at destabilizing the financial institution, which is most sensitive
to image problems.

In 2016-17, there is a turning point in the negative trend of development and the number of Bank’s
employees is growing dynamically, but the costs associated with personnel are not deprived of such
dynamism, at the same time, the costs of recruitment, training and labor protection are proportional to the
overall dynamics, which, as noted above, is determined by the inflationary component and crisis effects.

The SWOT analysis had been conducted to were built for the internal functions of corporate
culture from some popular Internet sources related to this issue, based on which the probability of
introducing the concept of using a strong corporate culture as a practical tool for harmonizing strategic
development of an organization was assessed.

The general conclusion drawn from the comparison of opportunities and strengths is as follows:
the bank undoubtedly has a sufficiently wide set of strengths that can be used to attract focus group
representatives. There are obvious directions for using strengths to realize opportunities, as a rule, do
not require additional resources.

The general conclusion drawn on the basis of a comparison of opportunities and weaknesses is the
following: the weaknesses that block the rapid progress towards the goal are, but their influence can be offset
rather quickly and efficiently through the use of intangible components of the bank’s internal capacity.
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While maintaining a corporate culture being the basis for creating an image of the bank as an
employer, care should be taken to choose the priority channel of perception in order to bring attractive
moments of employment in the bank to the target audience. However, the formation of a positive image
of the employer is an urgent task for most banks operating on the territory of Ukraine.

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The article discusses the state of capitalization of the stock market and small business in Ukraine.
The purpose of this article is to identify ways to increase the capitalization of the stock market of
Ukraine by attracting small innovative business and developing proposals that ensure this process.

The article claims that the state of the stock market in Ukraine and the level of its capitalization
are “decorative” and require serious attention. In the current economic and political situation in the
country, it is unlikely to achieve a growth of stock market capitalization only at the expense of large
capital, but the presence of small and medium businesses in the market is insignificant. At the same
time, foreign experience indicates a significant impact on the growth of stock market capitalization of
a wide representation of small and medium-sized innovative entrepreneurship on them. This was also
facilitated by the creation in some countries of special stock exchanges for small and medium-sized
businesses.

The use in Ukraine of the experience of Western countries (in particular, the experience of the
United States) in attracting small and medium-sized innovative businesses to the securities markets can
have a positive effect on the growth of capitalization of the Ukrainian stock market and the economy
as a whole. However, this requires serious measures aimed at the development of Ukrainian small
business, in general, and innovative small business, in particular.

Based on the above mentioned facts, it can be concluded that small and medium-sized innovative
entrepreneurship in Ukraine in the future can become a successful participant in the stock market that
can significantly affect its capitalization. To this end, the state must ensure:

1. Priority development of small and medium-sized innovative entrepreneurship as the main
sector of the economy, able to form a large share of the country’s GDP.

2. Establishment of a central body to manage, coordinate and monitor the implementation of
innovative projects in small and medium businesses.

3. Creating conditions for growth in demand for innovations in production.

4. Creating an effective infrastructure for small business support, information and consulting
centers on technical, organizational, financial problems for beginners and existing entrepreneurs.
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5. Development and implementation of programs for solving scientific and technical problems of

various sectors of the national economy.

6. Implementation of work on programs in which specific goals, objectives, amounts of funding
and established deadlines for the implementation of works and competitive requirements should be
specified.

The role of trade in the implementation of the social and economic policy of the state, the
stabilization of the real sector of the national economy and the expansion of the exchange of goods and
services has been shown. Trade is presented as one of the complex types of business, which includes
a variety of processes: production, purchasing, supply, logistics, sales, relationships with end users.
Three stages of trade development have been identified: 2000-2007 — pre-crisis period; 2008-2013 —
crisis and post-crisis period; 2014-2017 — the period of development excluding temporarily occupied
territories. The structure of the retail network by the number of shops of enterprises, markets and non-
store trade was analyzed.

According to the dynamics of retail turnover of enterprises and the number of objects of retail
trade in 2000-2017 the main trends in the format of trade enterprises at different stages have been
highlighted. A steady increase in the volume of retail turnover of enterprises, along with a decrease in
the number of retail outlets was revealed.

The comparison of changes in the index of the physical volume of retail turnover, the number
of workers employed in trade and consumer total expenditures of the population has been made. The
profiles of retail turnover on the level of consumption of food and non-food products and total household
spending have been developed. The relationship between the decrease in the effective demand of the
population and the increase in total consumer spending on food has been determined. This factor
changes the structure of trade in terms of the prevalence of value sales of non-food goods and services.

Different formats of retailers have been considered in accordance with the theory of retail
elasticity. The corporate associations, typical for the retail trade of Ukraine, have been studied on the
corporate basis as corporate networks. Based on the study of the dynamics of retail outlets using a trend
equation, their forecasted estimation has been calculated up to 2022. With constant trends, the number
of objects will be 21420 unit or 55% compared to 2017.

The dynamics of the number of retail outlets and the provision of the trade area per 10 000
customers has been investigated. With constant trends, the number of objects will be 21 420 unit or
55% compared to 2017.

The evolution of trade in offline and online formats has been presented.

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Commodity unit is a set of individual products, the volume of sales of which depends on the level
of consumer demand. In the context of the convergence of business entities concerning the offers and
prices, it is relevant to study not only the general product portfolio, but also single articles and sub-
articles.

The development of commodity markets depends on the variety and quantity of commodity
items, the saturation of the product range and quality. One of the markets that is actively developing
today is the door and fitting accessories market. Growth in production and sales of interior doors shows
that the demand for accessories and door fittings is also constantly increasing because the importance
of choosing door fittings is as important as the door selection. The quality of the door fittings depends
both on the appearance and functionality of the doors.

Door accessories, except for the function of control of the lock and the door, also acts as a
decorative element for interior doors. Today the hidden loops and silent magnetic mechanisms are up-
to-date. Door handles of simple geometric shapes coated with color chrome on a square outlet, door
hahdles on rectangular sockets are very prospective.

The range of accessories for doors is quite diverse: door handles, locks of different types and
different systems, loops, latches, stoppers, closers and others. Due to the use of various materials,
mechanisms, shapes, decor, you can decorate any door and create an original style. Often buyers of
hypermarket «Epicenter K» are looking for handles for interior doors, as they are replaced more often
than the metal ones, the accessories of which are usually provided by the manufacturer immediately.

Composition of the commodity portfolio of the investigated articles is directly related to the
quality assessment. On the example of a single sub-article, an assessment of the quality level has been
carried out using the methods of applied qualimetrics.

In the process of quality assessment, the researched sample is compared to the reference sample.
In this case, the quality is a relative value that shows the limits of reaching the level of the original
sample and determines the parameters by which the studied and the reference samples are distinguished.

One of the most common methods is to define the complex quality indicator, which takes into
account several different characteristics at the same time. To determine the complex index, a grade
point assessment of the selected door handles has been performed. Consumer properties were evaluated
by the composition of the alloy, the quality of the protective coating, the work of the mechanism, design
and appearance. The weight of grade points is determined by experts. The assessment of the quality
level for each sub-article of commodity has been calculated as the ratio of the weighted parametric
index to the economic index.

Determination of the complex index of door handle quality, taking into account the price
- performance ratio, allows the buyer to concentrate attention on the rational choice of the desired
product.

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This article studies the issues of the relationship between the ownership of subsurface natural
resources and rent-oriented behavior strategies of subjects of rental relations. The relationship involves,
firstly, the collection and distribution of rental income between economic entities with a manifested
rent-oriented behavior; secondly, collection of rents solely by the owner of the land (subsurface), and
thirdly, the in-state social orientation of the rents received. The study applies the systematic method
to reveal the regularities when analyzing the problems of rent-oriented behavior of subjects of rental
relations in the sphere of use of subsurface natural resources. This approach allows identifying the
objective grounds for the development of not only the system but also its components, and defining
the goals of rent-oriented behavior strategies of subsurface natural resource users. The purpose of the
work is to study the features of the relationship between the ownership of subsurface natural resources
and the rent-oriented behavior strategies of subjects of rental relations. The theoretical study revealed
that in fact, rents are an indirect cash flow from the tenant of the resource to its owner. An analysis
of the contemporary general scientific notions about rent has allowed distinguishing four principal
approaches: psychological, biological, social and techno-economic approach. It has been proved that
research on mining rent and rent-oriented behavior strategies of enterprises in the shere of subsurface
natural resource use should take into account the specific features of underground (deep) and surface
(opencast) mining. The study proceeds from an established fact that oil, coal and gas industries are the
leading rent-creating industries. The analysis of the dynamics of rent revenue to the State Budget has
revealed that there is a sufficiently high probability (91.24%) of increase in the rental payments for the
use of subsurface natural resources in the coming years. The results of the research have shown that the
major challenges that demand an immediate solution are the provision of an effective natural resource
manager, the formation of financial potential for the effective use of existing mineral resources and the
development of new mineral deposits to eliminate negative manifestations and possible shadowing of
rent receiving, rent distribution, rent redistribution and rent appropriation.

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The article reviews the Ukrainian pharmaceutical market and outlines its main trends, namely: the
market continues growing; pharmacy networks have begun amalgamating and increasing their market

share; there is a slow consolidation in the retail segment of the domestic pharmaceutical market, which
will only intensify, according to expert forecasts.

In this article it has been determined that it is reasonable to improve the marketing activities of
the pharmacy network called Apteka Nyzkykh Tsin (Pharmacy of Low Prices) in a variety of ways
and methods in order to attract, retain and return customers because the future of the company, its
competitiveness and success in the market depend on it.

On the basis of the conducted research of consumer preferences the following recommendations
have been made:

1. The pharmacy network should form an effective socially-oriented range of medicines aimed at
satisfying the needs of customers and increasing its competitiveness. The timely receipt and analysis of
consumer information, their benefits and factors that influence the choice of medicines will enable the
pharmacy to form an up-to-date range of products that will enhance its competitive position.

2. The expansion of the product range in the pharmacy network should be aimed at satisfying the
needs of customers in medicinal products and ensuring the competitiveness of its facilities with respect
to the main competitors in the market. In this regard, it is necessary to purchase medicines and medical
products that are in the greatest demand and which will make a significant contribution to the formation
of the pharmacy’s profit. These medicines should be included when making requests for orders to
suppliers as of the highest priority.

3. It is necessary to conduct training courses and seminars for the pharmacists to raise their level
of knowledge about modern methods of planning and analysis of a product range, which will promote
maintaining the level of the current range and attracting new customers.

4. It is necessary to develop a program of cooperation with medical institutions and doctors since
it has been proved that active consumer demand and the role of medical representatives are important
factors in making a decision on the purchase and selection of a pharmacy. The program will help
increase demand and create loyalty to the Apteka Nyzkykh Tsin pharmacy network (Pharmacy of Low
Prices).

The recommendations made for improving the marketing activities of the pharmacy network
will contribute to the formation of an up-to-date range, customer engagement and loyalty, increase the
competitiveness of the pharmacy network and, in general, strengthen the leadership positions in the
Ukrainian pharmaceutical market.

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FOOD WASTE IN THE WORLD AND IN POLAND

According to the United Nations, 1.3 billion tonnes of food, one third of which would be edible,
is being wasted worldwide. In Europe alone, around 89 million tonnes of food are being wasted. 178 kg
of food is thrown out per inhabitant of the European Union every year. In Poland annually, according
to reports of the Federation of Polish Food Banks, they waste about 235 kg of food per capita, which
places Poland in 5th place in relation to food throwing away in Europe. Throughout the country, Poles
waste 9 million tons of food. Food wastage is not only referred to as a phenomenal aspect, but also as
an economic, social and energy aspect, as well as influencing the environmental aspect. At every stage
of the food chain there is a responsibility for food waste, which is why it is necessary to take action to
limit these losses.

Introduction Nations food security is the continuing
Based on the definition of the Food situation in which all people have free
and Agriculture Organisation of the United physical, economic access to safe,
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nutritious and sufficient food to meet their
nutritional needs and ensure the appropriate
development of an active and healthy life.
By emphasising the aspect of food safety,
we understand the absence of any biological,
chemical or physical contamination that
could in some way endanger human health
(Kotozyn — Krajewska et al 2014).

In the 21st century, a particular problem
on a global scale is the heterogeneous
standard of living of people, which affects
the lack of sufficient amount of money
needed to buy food of sufficient quality and
quantity. In highly developed countries,
overconsumption is at the forefront, and in
developing countries, people are struggling
with barriers such as hunger and malnutrition
at a slow pace. The best way out of this
situation is to maintain cooperation between
the demand and food supply, due to allegedly
arising in both directions of irregularities
leading to undesirable phenomena. The
large amount of food that rotates on the
market results in excessive waste of food
and food raw materials that could be used
in consumption (Kotozyn — Krajewska et al
2014).

Because of the incoherence of the food
chain, which consists of many stages and a
complex structure, running processes based
on the course and management of food
is a huge challenge. Errors that occur in
the growth of the weight of goods that are
marketed and within the distribution and
logistics chain, increase the scale of food
waste and loss worldwide. This is evident
at all stages of the food chain, from primary
production, processing, trade, gastronomy,
distribution to households (Kotozyn -
Krajewska et al 2014).

A study carried out by EUROSTAT
in 2014 in 28 countries belonging to the
European Union shows that the total
amount of waste generated in households
and economic activities was 2503 million
tonnes. This was the highest amount of waste
recorded between 2004 and 2014. (https://
ec.europa.eu/).

According to reports by the Food and
Agriculture Organisation of the United
Nations, around one third of the food

produced is wasted worldwide. Translating
this data into the amount of mass losses is as
much as about 1.3 billion tons of food that
could be used for consumption. Around 89
million tonnes of food is wasted in Europe,
which corresponds to 20 - 30 % of the total
weight of food purchased, where almost 67
% would be fit for consumption (Kotozyn
— Krajewska et al 2014). Around 179 kg
of food is thrown away per inhabitant of
Europe each year. In sub-Saharan Africa
and Southeast Asia, food wastage losses
range from 6 to 11 kg per person per year
(Gustavsson et al 2011). The largest amount
of food wasted in Europe is the responsibility
of each of them: The Netherlands 579 kg/os/
year, Belgians 399 kg/os/year and Cypriots
334 kg/os/year. The least food is wasted in
Greece 44 kg/os/year, in Malta 62 kg/os/
year and in the Czech Republic 71 kg/os/
year (Kotozyn — Krajewska et al 2014). It is
noted that approximately 235 kg per capita
in the year is wasted in Poland (https:/www.
pap.pl/). At all stages of the food chain there
is a responsibility to in order to reduce food
wastage, action should therefore be taken
to reduce food wastage. An action plan can
be drawn up to reduce food wastage, with
sufficient knowledge of how to generate
losses. Documents produced by the European
Union call on Member States to reduce the
generation of food waste. at all stages of the
food chain. This is complemented by efforts,
which are linked to the Europe 2020 strategy.
In a communication issued by the European
Commission on resource efficiency, the
Commission went into a paragraph on the
need to reduce food waste. On 19th January
2012 the FEuropean Parliament adopted
a resolution on a strategy to increase the
activity of the food chain. In this resolution
the European Parliament asked the European
Commission to adopt concrete projects and
measures aimed at reducing food waste by
50% by 2025 (Kotozyn — Krajewska et al
2014).

The disadvantages of wasted food
are not only ethical aspects but also the
final handling of food waste. The effect of
excessive production of waste is the emission
of methane, dangerous for the health of
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organisms. Literature data show that food
distribution and processing are responsible
for the formation of greenhouse gases.
Another factor influencing the harmfulness
of the environment is the use of water and
energy (Food Statistics Pocketbook. 2012).

Consequences of food wastage and
losses

The issue of wasted food does not only
cover the scale of the phenomenon, but also
influences the economic and social aspects of
the project, as well as the following for the
energy and environmental aspects.

When it comes to the economic aspect,
money losses are important, affect their
businesses throughout the food chain and
these losses arise from a financial loss for a
product produced, transported and intended
for sale. The use of wasted food obliges you to
bear the costs associated with its processing,
disposal to landfill and fees or preventive
measures. Attention should be paid to the
financial costs incurred, which are the result
of workload, purchase of raw materials,
operation of machinery and equipment,
maintenance of health security system or
use of natural resources. In global terms, the
deficit is around USD 750 billion a year, and
geographically, Asia is the continent leading
the way (48%). Products that the financial
losses incurred are, to a record-breaking
extent, vegetables, meat, fruit, cereals and
milk (FAO Summary Report 2013). The hasty
use of food, apart from quantitative losses,
means a great danger to the environment and
entails too much use of natural resources,
which affects global warming. This is an
obstacle to the sustainable development of
the food sector on a global scale. The issue
of wasted food includes not only the format
of the phenomenon and the ethical approach,
but also the management of waste in the
future. In addition to the known aspects, care
should be taken to ensure that the increase
in the total mass of food that is thrown
away does not entail the need to use a high
percentage of organic and inorganic waste
(food packaging). As a result, the production
of waste leads to methane emissions into
the environment. Expert literature reports
that elements of food processing and

distribution are responsible for one fifth of
greenhouse gas intake. The amount of food
waste generated as a result of food wastage
in the 27 EU countries in 2008 means 170
million tons of CO2 greenhouse gases into
the atmosphere and accounts for 3% of total
gas emissions from the EU countries. Less
than 45% of emissions - 78 million tonnes
equivalent - are caused by unreasonable
household activities. The actions carried out
prove that if we reduce the waste of food
that is still edible by 1 tonne, it can lead to
a reduction in greenhouse gases by 800 -
1400 kg of CO2 ‘Bernstad, Andersson 2015).
Another determinant, which has a negative
impact on the loss and waste of food on the
environment, is the mass of unused food
of the water used for its production. It is
estimated that the amount of water lost with
food is about 250 km3 per year for the whole
world. The raw materials with the highest
water demand throughout the food chain are
cereals, water, meat, milk and vegetables.
It is said that there are about 5-10 thousand
litres of water per 1 kg of beef (Food Statistics
Pocketbook 2012).

Food wastage not only generates
financial losses but also irreversible losses of
energy that could be consumed. In relation to
the incurred losses of calorific value can be
given in the following order: cereal products -
52%, root vegetables The following products
are available: edible oils - 8%, meat - 7%,
milk and milk products - 4%, fish and seafood
- 1%. On a global scale, the largest amount
of energy losses in kcal are responsible for:
South Asia, which is industrialized - 28%
and South-East Asia - 24%, North America,
Oceania - 14% and Europe - 14% (Kotozyn —
Krajewska 2016).

Foods wasted in the Word

According to a 2013 FAO report, the
world’s population is being thrown away
every year. 1.3 billion tonnes of food. This
is 1/3 of the amount of food that has been
produced and is suitable for consumption.
The amount of this food would make it
possible for Poles to be fed by at least 66
years of age. Around 100 million tonnes of
food are wasted in the European Union. An
average European throws around 20 to 30
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% of food in the bin, two thirds of which
would be fit for consumption. Consumers
(53%) and processors (19%) generate large
amounts of waste from wasted food (Raport
Federacji Polskich Bankéw Zywnosci 2018).

The problem of food wastage is important
in efforts to combat hunger, increase wages and
improve food security in the poorest countries
in the world. The cause of food losses is the
lack of food security for poor people, the
deterioration of food quality and food safety,
economic development and environmental
protection. The real causes of food losses
vary throughout the world and depend to
a large extent on the specific conditions
and local situation in a given country. Food
losses will essentially be influenced by: crop
production, decisions and models, internal
infrastructure and production capacity, trade
chains and distribution channels, as well as
purchasing, consumer activities and how
food is used. Regardless of the degree of
economic development and sophistication
of systems in a country, food losses should
be kept to a minimum. Food wastage means
wasting production resources such as land,
water, energy and means of production. The
production of food that is not consumed leads
to unnecessary CO2 emissions as well as
to a loss of the economic value of the food
produced (http://www.fao.org/).

Avoiding food losses that could have
been avoided from an economic point of
view has a direct negative impact on the
incomes of both farmers and farmers. and
consumers, as farmers live on the margins
of food insecurity. Given that many small
farms remain at the margins of food security,
reducing food losses could have a direct
effect on and the significant impact on their
livelihoods. For poor consumers (who are in
a situation of food insecurity or vulnerable
households), the priority is, of course,
to ensure access to nutritious, safe and
affordable food products. Food insecurity is
often more a question of access (purchase
and price of food) than just a problem with
stocks. Increasing the efficiency of the supply
chain can help to achieve the following
objectives, reduce food costs for consumers
and thus increase their availability. Due
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to the magnitude of food losses, profitable
investment in reducing food price losses may
be one of the means of reducing food prices,
which would of course require that financial
gains from smaller losses are compensated
for by smaller losses. However, this would
undoubtedly require that the economic gains
from the reduction in losses are not offset by
their costs (http://www.fao.org/).

As there is no uniform definition of food
waste in the European Union, the European
Parliament has proposed to reject food
products for economic or aesthetic reasons
or due to the imminent expiry date, which
are still fully fit for human consumption and
can be used by humans and which, in the
absence of their possible use as substitutes,
with negative externalities, in terms of
environmental impact as well as economic
costs and lack of revenue for companies
(Borowski et al. 2016).

Food losses and waste in the agro -
food chain

Within the agri-food chain, food is
wasted or lost in the agri-food chain, from
agricultural  production, through post-
harvest treatment and storage, processing,
distribution and consumption. In the case of
developing countries, food shortages are the
most common consequence of insufficient
resources in the early stages of the food chain
(agricultural production, processing and
storage), mainly due to a lack of high-tech
agricultural production, use and storage of
preservatives, inability to store food products
efficiently, inefficient infrastructure and lack
of sufficient food storage capacity to ensure
sustainable development. The greatest
damage in the agricultural production phases
was recorded in Latin America (13.4%) and
sub-Saharan Africa (12.5%), in the final
processing and storage of crops grown in
sub-Saharan Africa (12.7%), South Asia
and South East Asia (9.6%). Most food in
industrialised countries is wasted at the level
of consumption and distribution. In North
America and Oceania, the largest amounts
of food waste were recorded at the level of
consumption (12.6%), which is related inter
alia to food overproduction, market price
mechanisms and the administrative and legal
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framework, non-compliance with these due
to poor consumer eating habits and lack of
respect for food (Borowski et al 2016).

Food losses in the European Union

Studies commissioned by the European
Commission show that around 89 million
tonnes of food are wasted per year in EU
countries and around 180 kg per capita
(Barilla Center For Food and Nutrition.
2012). By comparison, in sub-Saharan
Africa, food thrown out per capita per year
is 6-11 kg. The largest amount of food is
wasted by British people, as much as 14
million tons, in households as much as 8.3
million. Poles waste about 9 million tons of
food, where production is responsible for
wasting about 6.6 million tons of food waste,
then households - for about 2 million tons
and other sectors - for about 0.4 million tons
(Borowski et al 2016).

In the countries of the European Union,
the degree of food wastage per capita varies
greatly. The smallest amount of food is
thrown away by the Greeks only 44 kg a year,
and the largest amount of food is thrown away
by the Dutch as much as 579 kg. The degree
of food wastage above 100 kg per inhabitant is
distinguished by as many as eleven countries
of the European Union: Romania, Slovakia,
Denmark, Germany, Portugal, France, Italy,
Lithuania, Spain, Hungary and Finland (from
105 kg in Romania to 193 kg in Finland). The
scale of food wastage in Poland was estimated
at 235 kg per capita per year. In terms of
food waste, Poland is seventh after Great
Britain, Ireland, Estonia, Cyprus, Belgium.
and the Netherlands. The highest amounts
of wasted food are in the household sector -
42%, of which 2/3 were avoided, i.e. about
76 kg per capita per year. Complexity of
factors influencing the level of food waste in
households is responsible for 39% of the total
amount of food wasted, the food supplier,
including restaurants and catering chains
emissions vs. 14%, and retailers and retail
chains - for 5% (European Commission 2011).

Food wasted in Poland

Every year 9 million tons of food is
wasted in Poland. The Polish Parliament
is working on a draft law to reduce the
scale of waste, following the example of

other EU countries. In Poland, there is no
comprehensive scientific research on food
waste and waste, which would cover all
groups of food products and every stage of
the agri-food chain. General estimates for the
European Union can only be found in foreign
publications (Brautigam, Jorissen, Priefer
2014).

Food losses along the agro - food chain

The research methodology used made
it possible to identify those points where In
Poland in 2007 and 2011, the biggest losses
and food waste took place.

From the analysis of estimations of
losses and waste of particular groups of
food products in relation to the stages of the
agri-food chain, it was stated that the share
of meat was 6% (Borowski et al 2016), that
about 40% of losses and wastage are caused
by agricultural production. In the analysed
period, the share of agricultural production
in the generation of food losses and food
waste decreased by 2.8 percentage points in
favour of the remaining stages of the agri-
food chain, i.e. consumption, processing,
processing, post-harvest processing, storage
and distribution (Borowski et al 2016).

Taking into account the amount of
losses and wastage in the examined groups
of food products, differences can be observed
at individual stages of the agri-food chain in
which they occur. The highest share of tuber
and root vegetables in 2011 was 58.6%,
and of cereals - the lowest 4.0%, which
is a result of lower water content in seeds,
which significantly improves resistance
to harvesting, post-harvest treatment and
cereal storage, as opposed to other groups
of plant products. In the case of animal
products, losses and waste in the agricultural
production phase are lower than in the case
of plant products. On the basis of the final
analysis of the phase of the agri-food chain,
i.e. consumption, it was found that the share
of the examined groups of food products
in the production of losses was diversified.
and waste. At the consumption stage, losses
dominate, especially meat waste, where their
share in 2011 was 41.9% (42.7% in 2007).
At this stage of the agro-food chain, cereals
have a high percentage of losses and waste
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among products of plant origin (in 2011 -
54.1%, and in 2007 - 56.0%) (Borowski et
al 2016).

The share of agricultural production
in the production of losses and wastage of
cereals, vegetables and fruit, meat, fish and
seafood increased between 2007 and 2011,
while the share of other food products, i.e.
root vegetables also decreased and tubers,
oilseeds and legumes, milk and eggs. Reverse
dependence was found at the end of the agri-
food chain, i.e. at the level of consumption.
Taking into account the amount of food
losses and wastage in Poland as a whole, in
2007 10 893 thousand tons were produced,
in 2011 10 675 thousand tons, i.e. 2% less.
In quantitative terms, food waste and losses
decreased in the audited period only at the
stage of agrarian production - from 4640
thousand tonnes in 2007 to 4245 thousand
tonnes in 2011, i.e. by 8.5%. In all other
phases of the agri-food chain, food losses
and wastage increased: in the consumption
phase (by 3.7%), post-harvest treatment and
storage (by 3.3%), distribution (by 2.3%)
and processing (by 0.6%). The analysis of
losses and wastage of specific groups of food
products in Poland showed that the highest
losses and wastage in 2007 affected root
and tuber vegetables - 3757 thousand tons
(in 2011 - 2868 thousand tons) of fruit and
vegetables - 3400 thousand tons in 2011.
(2,932 thousand tonnes in 2007), the lowest
sum of the seafood bill (51 and 57 thousand
tonnes) (Borowski et al 2016).

Food losses per capita

After converting the generated losses
and food wastage into the number of Polish
citizens, the amount of food wastage was
obtained in kilograms. per capita. Estimates
show that total losses in 2007 were as follows
emissions and food waste amounted to 285.2
kg per capita, and in 2011 - 285.2 kg per
capita. This means that the loss of food and
waste over the period under consideration
was reduced by 5.8 kg per capita. Analysing
the losses emissions and food waste at the
various stages of the agri-food chain were
found to have decreased by 9 kg per capita
at all stages from agricultural production to
distribution, while at the consumption stage
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they increased by 3,2 kg. (Borowski et al
2016).

Taking into account the results of the
research, it should be remembered that these
are only estimates, which are burdened with
a huge error. Official ways of collecting data
and assessing the amount of food losses and
food waste in European Union countries,
including Poland, will also be taken into
account until official methods of estimating
food losses and losses in the European Union
and also in Poland are applied. Measures are
currently being taken to present a unified
system for the control of food waste and
disposal in the European Union. In June
2016, the Council of the European Union
adopted the results of the FUSION project,
including the development of a uniform and
specific EU monitoring protocol concerning
the measurement of food waste and reduction
of losses (Rada Unii Europejskiej 2016).

Food losses in households

Polish Food Banks provide data
on the problem of food waste in Poland.
Therefore, attention should be paid to the
issue of not meeting the demand for food in
Polish households. According to the Central
Statistical Office (GUS) survey, in 2014,
households with a level below the extreme
poverty line (below the social minimum)
were inhabited by about 2.8 million people,
but households with expenditure below this
line, which do not exceed 50% of the average
expenditure outlays in all households in
Poland, i.e. about 6.2 million people. It is
estimated that the number of people below
the statutory poverty threshold is about 4.6
million (GUS 2015).

In the CBOS analysis of Poles’
declaration on food wastage, Poles were
asked how many times food is thrown away
in their homes and what action should be
taken to counteract it. According to the
survey:

- one in four people admit that they
have thrown food away in their home over
the last seven days;

- young people (pupils and students)
admit to throwing away food; adults find
it more difficult to admit to poor food
management;
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- 94% of people aged 65 and over,
as many as 88% of people who consider
their material conditions as bad, as
well as 93% of people with primary or
lower secondary education or secondary
education declared that food is not thrown
away in their homes;

- throwing away food is more likely to
affect richer people with higher education
and managerial positions;

- the most common food products
thrown away are vegetables, fruit, bread and
food waste;

- Polish people throw away much less
food than in 2005, but for most product
categories (sausages, meat and meat products,
milk and milk products, vegetables, fruit
and fruit products) it is more than in 2000
(Komunikat z badan nr 115. 2016).

Despite the fact that the Federation
of Polish Food Banks conducts many
information and promotion campaigns,
including the information campaign «Don’t
waste food» since 2009. Ecologically
oriented thinking towards manufacturers and
consumers of food products is an increase
in the scale of discards of food products in
2012 and 2014. In 2014, Polish customers
discarded 21 p.p. of fruit more than in 2012,
13 p.p. of cold cuts, 12 p.p. of bread, 7 p.p. of
yoghurts, 7 p.p. of milk, meat and cheese - 5
p.p- and 1 p.p. of vegetables, while 5 p.p. less
potatoes (Borowski et al 2016).

Among those who waste food, there
are people with higher education (26%),
those surveyed, who assess well the
material situation of their households (30%),
managers and specialists (35%), people with
primary education (12%), pensioners (12%),
as well as respondents aged 60 and over
(12%) (Borowski et al. 2016).

TNS Polska research shows that food
wastage is more often associated with
wealthier people who can afford to buy larger
amounts of food that is not fully justified,
and those who, due to their position, spend
more time away from home, as well as to
a lesser extent control the content of their
refrigerators. Less frequently, food is wasted
in the homes of people who cannot afford
such wastage (TNS Polska 2012).

Food waste generates more expenditure
on food and non-alcoholic beverages. The
total expenditure in households in Poland in
2014 amounted to PLN 1078.74 per month
per person, including PLN 263.34 for food
products and non-alcoholic beverages,
which accounted for 24.4% of the total
expenditure. Definitely the lowest level of
total expenditure should be characteristic of
farmers’ households - PLN 799.35 per capita,
and the largest households of selfemployed
persons - PLN 1302.40 per capita (Borowski
et al 2016).

Food waste is responsible for 7% of the
world’s greenhouse gas emissions, i.e. 3.3
billion tonnes of CO2 equivalent per year.
Reducing food waste is one of the measures
to reduce greenhouse gas emissions that affect
climate change. The Waste and Resources
Action Programme (WRAP) estimates that
by 2030 global greenhouse gas emissions
could be reduced to around 0.2 billion tonnes
of CO2 equivalent per year by reducing
global food waste (WRAP 2015).

The main problem of food wastage is
the difficulty in counteracting it, resulting,
among other things, from the very diverse
causes of this phenomenon and economic,
social and political conflicts. The richer
countries waste more food, which is due to
economic reasons (the inhabitants of such
countries earn more and buy more food,
which they unfortunately waste). People in
poorer countries do not have the opportunity
to buy a large quantity of food, or they do
not have the opportunity to produce the food
that would satisfy their needs, so they waste
much less food. An important step towards
combating food waste and minimising food
waste is to take various measures to raise
consumer awareness. They should buy the
amount of food they need to consume and not
buy food for the so-called supply. At present,
there is much talk of wasting food, but
unfortunately little is being done to reduce
food waste. In every country in the world
steps should be taken, actions should be
taken regarding food wastage. Giving excess
food from our farm to poor and needy people
minimises the problem of food wastage.
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According to the United Nations, 1.3 billion tonnes of food, one third of which would be edible,
is being wasted worldwide. In Europe alone, around 89 million tonnes of food are being wasted. 178 kg
of food is thrown out per inhabitant of the European Union every year. In Poland annually, according
to reports of the Federation of Polish Food Banks, they waste about 235 kg of food per capita, which
places Poland in 5th place in relation to food throwing away in Europe. Throughout the country, Poles
waste 9 million tons of food. Food wastage is not only referred to as a phenomenal aspect, but also as
an economic, social and energy aspect, as well as influencing the environmental aspect. At every stage
of the food chain there is a responsibility for food waste, which is why it is necessary to take action to
limit these losses.

Only the
product, not the producer, is included in such
a list. By registering products on the List
of Traditional Products, producers do not
acquire any right to either protect or promote
registered products as their own (Www.gov.
pl/web/rolnictwo/produkty-regionalne-i-
tradycyjnel).

Most of products on the List come from
Subcarpathian, Lesser Poland and Lublin
Voivodeships. They constitute more than 1/3
of all entries on the list (as of 12.03.2019)
(Fig. 1).

Subcarpathian Voivodeship is the
leader in terms of the number of products
included in the List of products. As of 12
March 2019, out of the total number of 1864
products, 229 came from Subcarpathian
region (12.3%), which gave the first place
in the country (www.gov.pl/web/rolnictwo/
lista-produktow-tradycyjnych12). What is
important, this situation has not changed for
several years.

On the National List of Traditional
Products, the largest number is ready meals,
bakery products and meat products. They
constitute 61% of all specialties. Oils, fats
and other products are the least numerous
categories among all products included in the
list (Table 1)

Meat products, bakery and
confectionery products, as well as prepared
meals and dishes are the most numerous
among the products from Subcarpathian
region included in the List of products. Table
2 shows selected traditional products specific
to Subcarpathian cuisine.

The Subcarpathian traditional products
are produced on the basis of generational
recipes, from the highest quality raw
materials. Their original taste and aroma,
and sometimes even appearance can satisfy
even the most demanding consumers.
The advantage of Subcarpathian region’s
culinary heritage is the fact that the
production and processing methods of
raw materials are natural and come from
local agriculture. Moreover, the diversity
of regional and traditional food produced
here has been influenced by national
and ethnic traditions. Each region in the

Subcarpathian Voivodeship has its own
characteristic dishes and ways of preparing
them, depending on tradition, availability of
raw materials, the abundance of home and
farmed animals (Pisarek and Lechowska
2012).

The flagship suppliers of animal and
plant raw materials are family farms with a
long tradition and small farms with extensive
agricultural production. Producers of local
specialties often come from culturally
diverse communities, are strongly bonded to
their places of origin and maintain regional
identity (Bienia et al. 2017).
